Luke 9:18 NLT
18 One day Jesus left the crowds to pray alone. Only his disciples were 
with him, and he asked them, “Who do people say I am?”

Luke 9:28-29 NLT
28 About eight days after Jesus said this, he took Peter, John and James 
with him and went up onto a mountain to pray. 29 As he was praying, 
the appearance of his face changed, and his clothes became as bright 
as a flash of lightning.

Matthew 6:9-13 KJV
v9	 Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.
v10	 Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.
v11	 Give us this day our daily bread.
v12	 And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors.
v13	  And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: 
For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever. Amen.

    I will rescue and honor them.
16 I will reward them with a long life
    and give them my salvation [Yeshua].”

What’s So Special About God’s Name?

1, God’s name has Power.

Proverbs 18:10
The name of the Lord is a strong tower; the righteous run to it and are 
safe.

2, His name is the basis for Faith

Isaiah 50:10
Let him trust in the Name of the Lord and rely on God.
To trust in God is the same thing as to rely on God.

3, Faith in his Name releases Power

Acts 3:16
Miraculous healing came through Faith in His Name.

4, To honor God’s name is to worship God

Phil 2:10
At the Name of Jesus every knee with bow.

Exodus 20:7
You shall not misuse the name of the Lord your God...

The Name Above All Names

Philippians 2:9-11 NLT
Therefore, God elevated him to the place of highest honor
    and gave him the name above all other names,
10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow,
    in heaven and on earth and under the earth,
11 and every tongue declare that Jesus Christ is Lord,
    to the glory of God the Father.

Yeshua

Yeshua (Jesus) is the Hebrew word for Salvation.

1, The OT teaches that Yeshua is God himself.

Exodus 15:2 
Yahweh is my strength and my song; and he has become my Salvation 
[Yeshua]. 

 2, Yeshua is the Protector of His People

Isaiah 12:2
Surely God is my Salvation [Yeshua]; I will trust and not be afraid..

Isaiah 26:1
We have a strong city; God makes Salvation [Yeshua] its walls and ram-
parts.

3, Yeshua is the source of life

Isaiah 12:3
With joy you will draw water from the wells of Salvation [Yeshua].

God will open up a well of life for you!
